Which has the highest percentage of hydrogen?

Water does  because  it has  2 H for every O
Hydrogen peroxide has  2 H for every 2 O

18   What is density?   How could a bag of Styrofoam balls be heavier than a bag of stones?
Density is the mass of a cubic centimeter of the substance.
For example lead is  11.3  grams  for  a cubic centimeter
while calcium is  1.5 grams  for every cubic centimeter
If you had  a huge bag of styrofoam and a tiny bag of stones, the Styrofoam would weigh more.



19  Gold freezes at  1064 C
      That is the temp where the liquid begins to form a solid
It is ALSO the melting point. That is where the solid starts to melt.
( I will explain!)

22.    Scientific models help us explain what we cannot see in the submicroscopic world.  The  structural diagram of nitroglycerine  shows where the atoms are arranged in space in the actual molecule. The real molecule  would be a small crystal or drop of liquid.

26.  The doorknob that is made of brass is an alloy which is a solid solution of metals. The brass is composed of  50-80% copper  and
20-50% zinc.


28.  If  ethanol  melts at  -114 C  ,  that is pretty cold-  the room temp is about  24 C.  The room wont go over 30 C ( or we will leave the room)
Ethanol boils at 78.5 degrees.  Boiling is when it turns into a gas, so  in the room the ethanol will be a liquid.
